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SATYAJIT RAY FILM AND TELEVISION INSTITUTE — AN OVERVIEW

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, named after legendary film maestro Satyajit Ray, was set up by the
Government of India in 1995 as an autonomous academic institution under the Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting. The Institute was subsequently registered under the West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

The Institute is situated in nearly forty acres of lush green sprawling campus with two large water bodies at the
Eastern Metropolitan Bypass in Kolkata.

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute has three studio floors and a News and Current Affairs studio with
multi-camera setup. It has three sound recording studios, one animation studio, several editing suites and
classrooms with audiovisual projection facilities. All these spaces are operational with high-end state-of-the-art
equipment. The Institute also houses a Main Theatre (with three hundred and seventy seats), a Preview Theatre
(with seventy-two seats), a classroom theatre (with ninety-six seats) and an Open-Air Theatre and a well-stocked
library with a large collection of books, periodicals and Audio-Visual materials in the campus. It has separate
hostels for boys and girls (with one hundred and twenty rooms), staff quarters and a guest house comprising two
suites and sixteen air-conditioned rooms.

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute has succeeded in articulating and disseminating classical and
contemporary theories of praxis for creative minds to leap into the world of professional practice — be it
mainstream, parallel, art house, experimental, non-fiction narratives, or independent film making.

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute sanctions an appropriate amount of grant to the students to make
their dissertation films. Further, grant is also accorded to the students in the making of short films, documentary
films, newsreels, musicals and other non-fiction audiovisual materials.

A Television Centre for excellence at Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, comprising a state-of-the-art
studio building and academic departments and built by the Civil Construction Wing of Prasar Bharati, is
functioning in full swing.

MANAGEMENT & ORGANISATIONAL FRAMEWORK

The Institute is run by the Society constituted by the Government of India. The Society, headed by the
President, runs the Institute through a Governing Council, which includes, in addition to experts in the field of
cinema, officials of the Ministry and representatives of ex-students. The Governing Council is responsible for
overall superintendence and management of the Institute. The Society, Governing Council, and Standing Finance
Committee have officials from the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting as ex-officio members representing
the Government.

The Academic Council, constituted by the Governing Council, consists of subject specialists, in addition to the
Dean and Professors of the Institute and representatives from students and alumni. The Academic Council is
mandated to oversee all the academic and pedagogy-related issues. The Director, as Chief Executive Officer of the
Institute, acts under the guidance and direction of the Governing Council, assisted by the Dean and Registrar for
academic and administrative functions respectively in coordination with the Ministry.

Lectures by industry experts and other activities throughout the year. The faculty members of all the above
disciplines are from the core profession, well updated in their respective fields and have received many national
and international awards for their creative craftsmanship and endeavours.

Department of Direction and Screenplay Writing

The Department of Direction and Screenplay Writing coordinates the two semesters of the integrated program.
The Department also conducts the four semesters of specialisation which include theoretical and practical inputs
in film language and syntax, film history, film theory, screenplay writing and production design. The Department
professors engage with students on a one-on-one level and mentor them through all the stages of their student film
projects.

The Department strives to provide the students with optimum exposure to different forms and genres of
Cinema - be it Fiction or Documentary Cinema. In addition to its regular academic inputs, the Department also
invites guest filmmakers to conduct film workshops with our students and to inspire them. The intent is to
encourage our students to always be open to and embrace new and innovative praxis and ideas. The Department
strives towards achieving not only greater technical and craft expertise for our students but also attempts to help
them acquire an aesthetic sensibility, a greater understanding of and sensitivity towards societal issues.

Department of Cinematography

The Department of Cinematography was incubated and set up under the guidance of Subrata Mitra, the great
Indian maestro who pioneered new trends in cinematographic practices. His indelible memory continues to be a
guiding light for the department. The department aspires to prove worthy of the benchmarks set by him, both in
academics and in the exciting practice of cinematography in today’s creative flux.

The Department strives towards developing cinematography as an area of technical expertise through
theoretical and experimental approaches, in consonance with the aims and objectives of the institute.

To that end, the department views the practice of cinematography as an integral field of collaboration in the
process of filmmaking and propagates the vision that students exhibit their skills in a production of professional
scale through the final dissertation project.

Department of Sound Recording and Design

Satyajit Ray Film & Television Institute is one of the few existing film schools which have been producing
seasoned professionals in Sound Recording and Design. Students are trained in on location recording, studio
recording, film dubbing and sound mixing on state-of-the-art consoles.

Students develop a keen ear for their aural environment and learn to appropriate the same for images through
location sound recording, audio post-production, and sound design.

The course in Sound Recording and Design includes intense exposure to the Indian film and music industry in
the form of numerous workshops conducted by eminent professionals.

Department of Editing

The Department of Editing creates a stimulating and supportive learning environment for students working
individually and in groups to ensure that they play determining roles as professionals with creative contribution in
a variety of media related vocations. Our objective is to endow students with comprehensive theoretical as well as
intense hands-on training with state-of-the-art technology used in contemporary professional practices
worldwide.

Department of Producing for Film and Television

The Department of Producing for Film & Television is one its kind of under the Government of India initiative
which provides a Post Graduate Program in Cinema at international standards.

The Producing for Film and Television is a perfect combination of business and creativity, where
entrepreneurial skills and storytelling expertise are a must. The Creative Producers generate and cultivate projects
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from the initial idea phase to its completion, with an intense focus on the story but also an understanding of
commercial viability,

Department of Animation Cinema

The Department of Animation Cinema offers a unique learning experience to the student that incorporates a
perfect blend of both animation and cinema learning under the same roof. Hence, recognizing Animation Art as
Cinema, the department has a view in re-inventing its learning pedagogy. It intends and hopes to shift perceptions
of animation from “the cartoon” to a form that is an extension of the plastic arts with Cinematic Expression. With a
distinguished visiting faculty, the Department’s faculty is equipped to teach Hand Drawn Classical Animation as
well as Computer aided Animation techniques, Sequential Art, Game Design and Visual Effects. Drawing out the
collaborative spirit of movie making, the Department has an open and inclusive philosophy to function as a
crucible for the aesthetics and sensibilities of modern moving image making.

Electronic & Digital Media Wing

Training in the Electronic and Digital audiovisual platforms has become an essential need for those inclined in
taking up the Television and OTT domains as their profession. This dynamic, up to the minute, ever-evolving
scenario-based course is highly time appropriate and beneficial. The Electronic and Digital Media program at
Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute is the only course in India that caters to both classical Television and
emerging OTT platforms.

Consumers and businesses demand innovative experiences and expect media and entertainment companies to
deliver them. The rapid evolution of technology has transformed media and entertainment into an experience-led
industry. There will be a dearth of trained manpower. It is here that the Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute
stands out.

At the Electronic and Digital Media wing of the Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, there are two fully
equipped air conditioned studios with a News Automation facility and other Non-Fiction and Fiction programme
producing capabilities that form the backbone of the two year Post Graduate Diploma programme.

The ever-evolving technological changes in the digital domain will require constant and regular upgradation of
the course structure with innovation being the keyword. The three technology dependent courses, viz.,
Cinematography, Sound and Editing courses will have a flexible structure to include the latest trends and
technology without compromising on quality. The three content and delivery based courses, viz, Management,
Direction and Producing and Writing shall keep abreast with the latest trends, styles and treatments around the
world. The students will be encouraged to think differently and to be able to face the world that is now a level
playing field due to fast global media convergence.

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Department of Electronic and Digital Media Management

The Department of Electronic and Digital Media Management is the only discipline in India that has a mission
to create new age content creators in the globally dynamic entertainment sector. This unique course deals with the
principles and practices of Management for Television and OTT.

The theoretical pedagogy of this curriculum includes various models and methodologies involved in
programming content, marketing, sales, operations, personnel management, finance and issues with the
regulatory bodies. The student managers perform the role of Executive Producer in different exercises and
projects, gaining insights into the production process in different genres like News, Documentary, Short Film and
Final Diploma Film. Innumerable workshops are conducted by the market leaders representing top-notch
broadcasters, OTT platforms and production companies. Our alumni are successfully placed with the best
organisations in the nation, offering their expertise in the growth of the overall industry.

Department of Writing for Electronic and Digital Media

The course on Writing for Electronic and Digital Media, with a liberal and ‘hands-on’ approach, is geared
towards training and preparing students to become professional content creators / writers / makers in the television
industry and for other digital platforms. The main thrust of the course, therefore, is given to the concept of ‘practice
makes perfect’.

As they are taken through the two year intensive, exhaustive and exciting process of learning the craft of TV
screenwriting, they will be encouraged, steered, and mentored not only in discovering and shaping their talent and
abilities but to hone them into full-fledged skills, aided by the requisite writing tools, language, grammar, etc.,
which they will be taught systematically.

Students will have the opportunity to explore with guidance various fiction genres like Drama, Thriller and
Comedy as well as several fiction and non-fiction formats across electronic media and digital media -such as the
half hour daily soap, sitcom, one hour drama, web shorts, Radio, TV / commissioned documentary and News &
Current Affairs.

Thus, by facilitating a learning experience which is comprehensive and exploratory in a conducive creative
environment, the Writing for Electronic and Digital Media course will equip them with the skill and confidence to
take on the challenges of the media world.

Department of Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media

Started in 2017, the Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media department at the Institute aims to
impart the knowledge of classical learning of cinematography combined with the digital technology of the art.

Following the rise of Over-the-Top and other digital media platforms, the primary goal of this department is to
provide specialised, in-depth knowledge of digital cinematography as well as familiarising students with the
visual arts and aesthetics. Here, we offer a diverse curriculum that includes aspects of both single camera narrative
driven projects as well as as well as multi camera modules such as live music shows, live sports and news
broadcasting, designed for digital media.

With state-of-the-art equipment and experienced faculty members who have a passion for new technology, the
department of Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media can provide an all-around learning opportunity to
the new generation of aspiring cinematographers.

Department of Sound for Electronic and Digital Media

The Department of Sound for Electronic and Digital Media conducts a little more than three semester
specialisation classes that include theoretical and practical inputs. Students are given practical inputs both on
location based sound recording and studio based sound mixing with state of the art equipment. Apart from
experienced internal faculty inputs, workshops are conducted with external experts from industry.

The course in Sound for Electronic and Digital Media is designed to produce professionals who can excel in the
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new and challenging media environment, where both technology and workflow change with time. Students work
on a variety of productions, shot on both multi camera and single camera setups, live situations and studio based
situations, to expose them the entire gamut of present day productions. Giving preference on equipment handling
and skills suited for the shooting of fiction and non-fiction of challenging environments like live sports, news and
live musical events. This course will produce professionals ideally placed to thrive in the new media.

Department of Direction and Producing for Electronic and Digital Media

The Department of Direction & Producing for Electronic & Digital Media conducts a little over three
semesters of specialisation which includes theoretical and practical inputs, guest lectures, workshops as well as
exercises and projects. Students are taught the grammar of audio visual communication, given an exposure to
different genres of both fiction and non-fiction programs for OTT platforms and Television. The theoretical input
is supplemented by practical classes where students pick up the necessary skills for both single camera (fiction and
nonfiction) and multi camera production.

The department is equipped with 4K video cameras, DSLRs, professional microphones and editing systems,
allowing students to master the basics of all aspects of production through the practical classes. These theoretical
and practical inputs are interspersed with exercises where students perform various roles in multi camera
productions of music, news and sports shows, as well as projects like documentary, short fiction and the diploma
production, where students are mentored individually by the faculty through every step of the process.

Other Engagements

Indian Information Service attachment: Sixteen numbers of Indian Information Service officer trainees had a
one-day attachment with the Institute. During their online attachment the Director, the Registrar, the Dean, Putul
Mahmood, Associate Professor and Ashim S Paul, Assistant Professor conducted sessions with officer trainees.

The awards for best films were announced for each category, the best Indian film and the best International
film.

Academic Expansion Program

North East Film and Television Institute

At present, the syllabus for the North East Film and Television
Institute is being prepared. Vision and mission statements are ready to present.

Faculties participated in extensive meetings as part of the Core Committee for the North East Film and
Television Institute regarding setting up its goals and strategies and structuring of the curriculum. The report of the
same had been prepared.

The institute has been reviewing the recruitment rules, and also working on National Education Policy and
Choice Based Credit System in addition to the ongoing work regarding setting up of the North East Film and
Television Institute.

Short-Term Skill Development Courses

As part of the Institute’s outreach program, several film analysis sessions were conducted. Few of them are
scene by scene analysis of Mexican filmmaker Carlos Reygadas’s Silent Light, study of character and plot flips in
Hirokazu Koreeda’s Shoplifters and organised an online conversation with renowned art director and production
designer Subrata Chakravarty. The session was attended by more than 80 film connoisseurs, aspiring art directors
and filmmakers across the country.

The Department of Direction & Screenplay Writing, organised a discussion on the film ‘7The Disciple’ by
Chaitanya Tamhane, winner of the Best Screenplay at Venice Film Festival. An analysis on the film ‘Parasite’ by
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Korean filmmaker, Bong Joon Ho that won the Palme D’Or at Cannes and the Best Film at Oscars, was held by the
Department.

Joint Entrance Test, 2021

‘Joint Entrance Examination’ (JET) is the common admission test for Satyajit Ray Film and Television
Institute, Kolkata (SRFTI) and Film and Television Institute of India, Pune (FTII). Like ‘JET 2020°, this year also
SRFTI, Kolkata was the host institute for conducting ‘JET 2021°. Due to COVID situation, a big challenge was to
make the process smooth, to make up the delay, to reduce the time, travel free, and to keep the process mostly
online. A JET Reworking Committee was formed to review the Scheme of Examination. A Review Committee
was formed comprising faculty members of both the institutes, external experts and the Dean (SRFTI) as
coordinator. The Committee submitted their report before the Reworking Committee. Accordingly the modalities
of JET 2021 were finalized. This year also candidates got opportunity to apply for 3 courses. Application fees were
same as earlier. This year, entrance examination was conducted in 20 centres all over India and 6205 candidates
applied. Under the chairmanship of the Dean of the Institute, the departments were involved in discussion for
reducing time cost and labour for Joint Entrance Text.

All departmental faculties participated in extensive meetings with the Dean, the Registrar, the Director-in-
Charge and faculties and competent authority from Film and Television Institute of India as part of the Review
Committee of Question Paper for JET.

Later, assessment of the the answer-sheets was completed by the faculty and experts from FTII and SRFTI.

Auditor’s Responsibility
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We conducted our

audit in accordance with the standards on Auditing issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.
Those standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the Financial Statements are free from material misstatement. An audit
involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s judgement, whether due to fraud or error. In making
those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the Institute’s preparation and fair
presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the
circumstances but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Institute’s internal
control. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness
of the accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial
statements.

We believe that the Audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit
opinion.

Auditors Opinion:

1. In their Inspection Report on the accounts of SATYAJIT RAY FILM AND TELEVISION,
INSTITUTE Kolkata for 2019-20 Comptroller and Auditor General pointed out about doubtful
expenditure of Rs. 51 crore for the non registration and mutation of gifted land & acquired land of
the Institute. Till date no solution has been reached vide Notes on Accounts forming part of the
Audit Report.

2. Fixed Asset verification was conducted by the internal Auditors recently and an scrutiny of the
report it transpired to us that the list contained hundreds of old, and obsolete items which should be
written off or adjusted. This was also pointed out in the previous year’s Audit Report.
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3. Security Deposit of Library, Hostel and Earnest Money Deposit amounted to Rs. 27414868.00 as on
31.03.22. Out of the amount, Rs. 15,19,767/- relates to the period from 2013-14 to 2015-16. These
should, be returned/adjusted/written off. This was pointed out in previous year’s Audit Report also.

4. The institute is registered as a society under the West Bengal Societies Registration Act.1961 but the
registration should be updated.

5. Subject to the, above In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the
explanations given to us, the attached accounts give a true fair view in conformity with the
accounting principles generally accepted in India:

a) Inthe case of Balance Sheet, of the state of Affairs of the organization as at 31st March, 2022.
b) In the case of Income and expenditure Account of the deficit for the year ended on that date.
¢) Inthe case, of Receipts and Payments Accounts the cash flow for the year ended on that date.

6) We have obtained all the information and explanations which-to the best of our knowledge and
belief were necessary for the purpose of the audit.

7. The said accounts .are in agreement with the books of account maintained by the society.

A. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The Financial Statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention and on the
accrual method of accounting with effect from August 2021 and in respect of receipt items with
effect from November 2021.

CORPUS FUND

Grants-in-Aid for creation of capital assets under Non-Plan have been transferred to Corpus
Fund. Grants-in-Aid for revenue expenditure has been credited to Income & Expenditure A/c
following the Income approach of accounting.

DEPRECIATION

Depreciation had been calculated on written down value method and at the rates prescribed in
Income Tax Act, 1961 save & except “LIBRARY BOOKS” and “OTHER FIXED ASSETS”
items (items that could not be placed under any other ‘Fixed Asset” head) on which @40% has
been charged. Depreciation has been provided for the full year in respect of assets procured
during the first half of the current financial year and at 50% of the prescribed rates in the IT Act for
assets procured during the second half of the financial year.

Further, depreciation on Building (Administrative & Academic) and Building (Hostel, Guest
House and Quarters) has been charged @10% and 5% respectively for the FY after appropriate
apportionment based on covered area occupied by the buildings under references.

REPAIRS & MAINTENANCE

Expenditure under Repairs & Maintenance including AMC have been bifurcated under (i)
Academic Expenses (Schedule 17) in respect of maintenance of equipment used exclusively by
the Academic Departments & (ii) Administrative Expenses, for office equipment used solely by
Administrative Sections.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS AND SUBSIDIES
Government Grants are recognized in the Financial Statements on accrual basis.

INVESTMENT / DEPOSIT
Investments against earmarked funds and interest accrued thereon are made with a Scheduled
Bank and have been shown separately under Schedule 3 forming part of the Balance Sheet.

RETIREMENT BENEFITS

In respect of gratuity and leave encashment, valuation based on actuarial method has not been
impacted in the accounts. Payment for gratuity, leave encashment are projected in the budgets
submitted to the Ministry.

SCHEDULE 25 : NOTES ON ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR 2021-22

1. The Institute has been established by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of
India, as a fully/substantially funded Autonomous Body. It is registered as a Society under the West
Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

2. The Institute is in possession of land measuring 39.36 Acres of which 20 Acres was gifted by
Government of West Bengal and 19.36 Acres against payment made by the Ministry of Information &
Broadcasting to the Government of West Bengal. Conveyance deeds for both these pieces of land are
yet to be executed in favour of the Institute. As a result the Institute is unable to record the cost of the
land in the Books of Accounts. Further, a total of Rs. 15.9019 crore was requisitioned towards Land
Decretal by a court order during the course of the year.

The Institute has been pursuing the matter with the concerned authorities for quite some time. More
over an adjoining piece of land measuring 0.74 Acres has been allotted to the Institute by the
Government of West Bengal but it has not yet been officially handed over.

There has been no further development on these issues.

3. Normally all payments have been digitalized in line with instruction from the Government of India,
barring a few exceptions like payments for student’s projects, payments for reimbursement of expenses
and honorarium, payment for Diploma Films etc.

4. Adjustments in respect of certain sub-heads ‘Advances for projects’ remain, in view of the fact that
presently the status of the projects cannot accurately be ascertained regarding completion in view of
uncertainties, necessary follow —up action will be initiated in the FY 2022-23.
