INTRODUCTION

Government of India established Satyajit Ray Film & Television Institute in 1995 as an autonomous academic
institution under the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting. The Institute was subsequently registered under the
West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961. Named after the legendary film maestro Satyajit Ray, the Institute is
a National Centre of cine-pedagogy offering 3-year post-graduate diploma courses in 6(six) specializations — (1)
Direction & Screenplay Writing (2) Cinematography (3) Editing (4) Sound Recording & Design, (5) Producing for
Film & Television and (6) Animation Cinema.

MANAGEMENT & ORGANISATIONAL FRAMEWORK

The institute is run by a Society constituted by the Government of India. The Society, headed by a President, runs
the institute through a Governing Council (GC), which includes, in addition to the experts in the field of cinema,
officials of the Ministry and other media units as ex-officio members and representatives of ex-students. GC is
responsible for overall superintendence and management of the institute. The Society, Governing Council and
Standing Finance Committee have officials of the Ministry of | & B as ex-officio members representing the
Government. Academic Council (AC), constituted by GC, consists of 6 domain specialists in addition to Dean and
six HODs of the institute and representatives of students and alumni.AC is mandated to oversee all the academic
and pedagogy-related issues. Director, Chief Executive Officer of the institute, acts under the guidance and directions
of the GC and is assisted by Dean and Registrar for academic and administrative functions respectively.

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INFRASTRUCTURE & EQUIPMENT

Major Infrastructure & Equipment :
Satyajit Ray Film & Television Institute (SRFTI) has been constructed on a sprawling campus of 39.36 acres of
land located at the Eastern Metropolitan Bypass Road in Kolkata. The infrastructure of the Institute consists of
the following major buildings and facilities:

(i) Department of Direction & Screenplay Writing :
Situated next to the Admin Block, the building has three floors consisting of three classroom theatres all equipped
with state of the art digital projectors and surround sound. The department has 5 Nos -MAC (FCP) Editing set-
up, 10 Nos Panasonic P2 Camera set-up, 5 Nos Zoom Audio Recorder (Portable), 8 Nos Computer for Lab, 3
Nos Projector (Panasonic), 3 Nos Surround Sound System, 6 Nos Cordless Mike (Sennhiser), 4 Nos Boom
Mike ME 66 (Sennhiser).
A new C.R.T with sitting arrangement of 98 students and an office space in the New C.R.T building has been
added to the Department.

(ii) Department of Sound Recording & Design :

The Department of Sound Recording and Designed has 3 full sized recording and mixing studios as well as
small audio editing and post production suites. Of the 3 recording studios, one is based on Auro 3D 11.1
surround, one of the latest surround technologies having a total of 12 channels including speaker monitors
above the viewers to create a sense of height to the film viewing experience. Another studio is based on Dolby
5.1 surround sound (the technology which is most popular in Indian and world cinema today) but is upgradable
upto 7.1 surround. The third studio is based on traditional stereo sound technology and is used for recording
music, Foleys (sound effect), and dialogues.

The department also has the latest and most sophisticated portable audio equipment for on location recording,
including state-of the art recorders, mixers, microphones and other accessories. Following the trend in sound
technology throughout the world, the department had fully embraced digital audio as the recording medium
many years ago, although several world class analogue mixers are still in use.

(iii) Department of Editing :

The Editing Block consists of film and digital video section. The film section has 09 Steinbeck Editing suits in
separate chambers and a large hall with 14 editing tables, synchronizers, splicer’s etc. The Department has
completely transformed itself into new digital domain practices. The Digital Non-Linear Editing (DNLE) section
consists of Avid Media Composers and Final Cut pro studio for film editing and Adobe creative suites. The
department has steadily moved towards a High Definition work flow with HD VTRS, HD Monitors and HD
editing set ups, keeping the International standard of RAW acquisition and Post production fecilities. The
department has two class rooms, Agit-prop and Vaudeville for regular theory classes, screenings etc. and are
equipped with hi-end projection systems and 5.1 surround sound. The department has got 2 high end setups for
raw data handling and basic color correction unit.

(iv) Department of Cinematography:

Located next to the film studio and the television studio, the Cinematography department is equipped with a
wide range of Celluloid & Digital cameras viz. Two operational ARRI 2C 35 mm cameras, one SR III and two
SR II cameras (both 16 mm), one ARRI 435-MOS 35 mm camera with video assist system, two BLIV EVO
cameras for sync sound exercise, two canon 5D DSLR cameras, four Sony EX3 XD cameras one ARRIALEXA
camera, 04 Sony F-55 cameras, ARRI Ultra prime and ZEISS Super Speed lenses for high and digital film
production. The department is further equipped with a temporary practice studio, a Still Photography studio
and a cine light and grip inventory incliding par lights, tungsten lights, buddy dolly and small arm cranes. The
department has active interface with colour correction labs for regular students and is in the process of setting
up a digital colour correction workstation of its own.
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(v) Department of Producing for Film & Television:

Audiovisual media is multidisciplinary. A successful production requires putting all the divergence into a smooth
and economic framework. It is essential to bring in efficient and professional managers having practical knowledge
of media practices. Those managers will also be able to bring in trade related discipline and transparency that
will help the productions becoming economically viable and credible. Since, this is an era of specialization, it is
necessary to train and use the human resources to contribute to various stages of production practices as creative
need of the Industry.

In view of the growing demand of specially trained manpower as Creative Producer in Films and Television, the
Institute started a three-year postgraduate diploma course in Producing for Film &TV with an intake capacity
of 10 students in each batch, from 2012 after creation of required infrastructure and inducting faculty members.

(vi) Department of Animation Cinema

In the past few years, the world of audio-visual production has gone through a sea change. One of the major
areas that have been developed immensely is animation and multimedia related applications. The popularity
and prospects of the animation are well known. There is a vibrant vast market and potential for web related
application and multimedia CD-ROMS, Games development, in addition to creative story telling through
animation films. India is major outsourcing destination for animation related work. There is a huge demand for
trained manpower to support these creative industry. Thus, it is high time to start offering courses in animation
and VFX to keep pace with the changing environment of audio-visual art.

In view of the changing trend and scarcity of specially trained manpower in the field, the Institute had started a
new development offering three-year postgraduate programme in animation cinema with an intake capacity of
10 national plus 02 foreign students in the year 2015.

FILM & TELEVISION INSTITUTE IN ARUNACHAL PRADESH (NORTH EASTERN REGION)
Ministry of Information & Broadcasting, Government of India has delegated the responsibility to this Institute for
setting up a Film & Television Institute in Arunachal Pradesh. The matter is being examined by SRFTI & in
consultation with MIB, M/S Shyam designers & Consultants Ltd. helped to prepare a DPR. A Committee was
constituted by the the Director (SRFTI) to co-ordinate with the relevant local authorities.

A Committee on Government Assurance, Rajya Sabha visited Guwahati, Itanagar & Shillong from 04th to 10th
October, 2015 regarding setting up a Film & Television Institute in North Eastern Region of the Country.

Ready DPR is forwarded to MIB for further communication to the SRFTI to take necessary action regarding Film
& Television Institute in North Eastern Region.

Ancillary Facilities:
Film Studio & Television Studio : The Institute can be rightfully proud of its two studio floors. The Film
Studio is one of the best in the eastern zone. The (80ft x 50ft) is ideal even for big budget spectacular sets. It has
got a fully air-conditioned make-up room, underground pit for specialised camera angles, 3 tier platforms for
lighting, big store room for stacking art material and a carpentry and painting section.
The state of the art fully air-conditioned Television Studio floor of 50 % 50 ft dimension has a control room for
multi cam productions, dimmer panel, motorized telescopic lighting grid, and cyclorama facilities. This studio
is used for regular practice, practicals, student projects. Both the studios have separate rooms for safe keeping
of camera and light equipment.
Auditorium & Screening facilities : The Institute has multi faceted facilities for preview and screening of
films both in celluloid and degital format. Recently, Main Theatre has been equipped with Dolby digital sound
reproduction system.
The Main Theatre (370 seats) and the Preview Theatre (72 seats) have multipurpose facilities of 35 mm and
video projection arrangement.
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The Library : The fast growing library of the Institute is located in a two-storied building with a large reading
hall, a well — equipped video viewing room with several viewing booths and a music room with several booths
for listening and studying music. At present, the library has an impressive collection of books, periodicals, VHS
cassettes, LDs/DVDs/VCDs.

Film Library : The Institute’s Film Library has a collection of 1839 films (Laser Disc-37, VCD-279, DVD-891
& VHS-632). The films are used mostly for academic purposes.

Students’ Hostel : Hostel with a total of 114 Rooms and facilities such as two dining halls, akitchen, a recreation
room, a medical unit and a gymnasium.

Residential Complex : The Institute has 41 quarters for its employees.

Guest House: The Institute has a Guest House with 2 suites and 16 double bed room accommodations with
facilities of dinning hall, kitchen, a beautiful lounge, reception, storeroom and a courtyard.

The new course structure adopted from 2015 onwards is based on modular credit systems after extensive deliberations
with domain specialists and members of Academic Council. The course design has been strengthened to adhere to
the schedules for completion of projects in time.

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Admission Method to PG Diploma Course conducted by the Institute:

Admission is through a competitive entrance examination held on all India basis annually. The entrance examination
consists of a written test followed by an interactive orientation session & viva-voce for short-listed candidates.
Admission advertisement appears in major newspapers all over India. While the written test is held at multiple
centers all over the country; the interactive orientation session & viva-voce are held at the Institute premises in
Kolkata. The written examination consists of a common paper on General Knowledge & Mental Aptitude and
another paper on Specific Area Aptitude in the discipline of choice.

Regular Faculty of the Institute:

The Institute has a core faculty of 20 teachers, which includes five Professors, six Associate Professors and nine
Assistant Professors. All members of the existing faculty are persons of standing in their respective fields and are
either ex-film school graduates or professionals of repute.

Guest Faculty of the Institute:

The Institute adopts the system of drawing from working professionals from the industry as Guest Faculty for
taking classes and practical on special subjects. Moreover, keeping in view the miniscule size of the regular faculty,
the Institute occasionally has to depend on the guest faculty even for routine classes. Apart from this, the Institute
also invites eminent professionals/experts in cinema and television to conduct workshops.

SCHOLARSHIPS:

Student Scholarship

SRFTI awards students scholarship to top 12 meritorious students on the basis of admission test for the first year
and thereafter top 02 students from each stream receive the scholarship for second & third year. The amount of
internal scholarship per annum is equal to 50% of the annual tuition fee i.e. Rs. 22,000/- per year at present.

Dolby Scholarship:
First two 2nd year meritorious students of Sound Recording & Design students receive the Dolby scholarship every
year, which carries an amount of 500 GBP per annum.

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of SATYAJIT RAY FILM AND TELEVISION INSTITUTE,
which comprise the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2016, the Income and Expenditure Account, Receipts & Payments
Account for the year then ended, a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information,
on the date annexed thereto which we have signed under reference to this report.

Management Responsibility

Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and fair view of the
financial position and financial performance of the business in accordance with the Accounting Standards. This
responsibility includes the design, implementation and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation
and presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are free from material misstatement,
whether due to fraud or error.

Auditors Responsibility

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We conducted our
audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. Those
Standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s judgment, including the assessment of the risks of
material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments,
the auditor considers internal control relevant to the Institute’s preparation and fair presentation of the financial
statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances but not for the purpose of
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Institute’s internal control. An audit also includes evaluating the
appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of the accounting estimates made by management,
as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit
opinion.

Auditors Opinion

We report that

1) At the end of the year under report a sum of Rs 7,50,80,554/- is lying as advance with CCW. CCW has not
confirmed the outstanding balance with them. Hence we are unable to make any comment on difference, if
there be any, as the account between SRFTI and CCW is unreconciled since last 5 years.

2) For the F.Y. 13-14 Rs 94,50,000/- was approved for meeting the NSFA Expenses, of which Rs 75,60,000/-
was received from MIB for meeting such expenses, as per management the balance of Rs 14.40 lakhs is under
correspondence with MIB, the recovery of which is uncertain.

3) Interest from Bank Deposits and CESC Deposit has been accounted for Net of TDS amount, because of this
the Excess of Expenditure over Income has been over stated by a sum of Rs 2,19,007/-.

4) No provision has been made fro Contingent Liability of Rs. 62,16,195/- towards a court award against CCW
(Civil)127/01/2009 and demand of Rs. 85,760/- for FY 14-15 & Rs. 4,17,600/- for Fy 15-16 for non compliance
of TDS provisions as per Income Tax Act.

5) Out of the Rs 40,08,772/- on account of advance (others), advances of Rs. 8,95,825/- are more than 3 years

Balance Confirmation and terms of advances could not be provided to us for our verification.
6) No TDS has been deducted on Advance of Rs. 5,68,65,000/- given to CCW during the year.
7) Realisability of Rs. 66,474/- from Students of 2nd to 5th Batch, who have already left the institute, is uncertain.

8) There is no utilization guideline in respect of accumulated endowment funds in the name of Ray Mangal Fund,
S Kar Fund and Kodak Fund.

9) Depreciation of Hostel and Staff Quarter has been provided @ 10%, whereas the applicable Depreciation rate
on Building used for Residential purposes in 5%. We are unable to quantity its affect on the financial statement
due to non availability of Cost of construction of the respective assets.

10) The Income Tax Return has not been filed by the Institute for last 20 years.
11) Nature of Advance of Rs. 1,32,37,438/- made to CCW in earlier year is yet to be decided.

Subject to above and Note Number 2, 6, 11, 16, 17, 18, 21, 22 & 23 of Notes on Accounts for the year under
report, inour opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to tus, the
financial statements give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted
in India.

a) in the case of the Balance Sheet of the state of affairs of the Society as at March 31, 2016.
b) in the case of the Income and Expenditure Account, of the Deficit for the year ended on that date;
¢) in the case of Receipts and Payment Account for the year ended on the date.

Emphasis of Matter

1) Balace of Rs. 35,49,825/- in CWIP infrastructural Development Account is an opening balance. There is no
expense in this account during the year.

2) As per Note No 10 of Notes to Account the sum of Rs. 13,13,550/- transferred to Training for HRD — Plan has
actually been incurred for Workshop Expenses — Non plan.

3) Earlier the internet charges were booked under Non-Plan Administrative expenses, whereas this year the internet
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connection through LAN and Wi-Fi are booked under Plan expendiature due to availability of funds in plan
expenditure. (Note number 17 of Notes to Accounts).

4) Rent, Rates & Taxes of Rs. 26,07,560/- has been booked under Plan-General, whereas upto last year it was
booked as Administrative expenses under Non-Plan.This is being done due to availability of funds in Plan
expenditure. (Note number 18 of Notes to Accounts).

5) Due to insufficiency of funds under Non-Plan (General) entire expenditure of Rs. 1,11,10,752/- for electricity
has been booked under Plan — General (Note number 22 of Notes to Accounts).

RELATING TO THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2015-16.

A. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION
The Financial Statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention and on the accrual
method of accounting except in the case of Tuition Fees, Hostel Fees, Library Fees, Interest Received,
Electricity, Telephone, ‘Repair & Maintenance’ Salaries & Wages, Audit Fees which are on cash basis.
Grant-in-Aid for creation of capital assets under Plan & Non-Plan have been transferred to Capital Fund.
Corpus & Grant-in-Aid for revenue expenditure has been credited to Income Expenditure A/c. following
the Income Approach of accounting.

2. CORPUS FUND
Grants received from creation of assets are taken under Capital Fund-Corpus w.e.f. 01.04.2013 and
depreciation on additions thereon has been transferred from Capital Fund-Corpus to Income & Expenditure
Alc. in respective years.

3. DEPRECIATION
Depreciation has been calculated on written down value method and at the rates prescribed in Income
Tax Act, 1961 save & except “LIBRARY BOOKS” and “OTHER FIXED ASSETS” items on which @
60% has been charged on flat basis. Depreciation has been provided for the full year in respect of assets
procured during the first half of the current financial year and at 50% of the prescribed rates in the IT Act
for assets procured during the second half of the financial year.

4. Repairs & Maintenance
Expenditure under Repairs & Maintenance including AMC have been bifurcated under (i) Academic
Expenses (Schedule 17) in respect of maintenance of equipment used exclusively by the Academic
Department & (ii) Administration Expenses for office equipment used solely by Administrative Sections.

5. Raw Stock
Expenditure on raw stock is fully charged to student projects.
6. GOVERNMENT GRANTS AND SUBSIDIES
Government Grants are recognized in the Financial Statements on accrual basis.
7. INVESTMENT
Investments against earmarked funds have been made with Scheduled Bank and on short-term basis.

8. RETIREMENT BENEFITS
In respect of gratuity and leave encashment, valuation based on actuarial method has not being impacted
in the accounts.

9. TAXATION
The Institute is an Educational Institute imparting film studies. However, I'T exemption certificate is in
the process of being obtained from the Income Tax Department.

B. NOTES ON ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR 2015-16

. The Institute has been established by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of India

and is being fully funded by the Government of India. It is registered as a Society under the West Bengal
Societies Registration Act, 1961.

The Institute is in possession of land measuring 39.36 Acres of which 20 Acres was gifted by Government
of West Bengal and 19.36 Acres against payment made by the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting to
the Government of West Bengal. Conveyance deeds for both these pieces of land are yet to be executed in
favour of the Institute. As a result the Institute is unable to record the cost of the land in the Books of
Accounts. Building has been constructed to carry on the activities by the Institute.

The Institute has been pursuing the matter with the concerned authorities for quite some time. Moreover
an adjoining piece of land measuring 0.74 Acres has been alloted to the Institute by the Government of
West Bengal but it has not yet been officially handed over.

There have been no further development on these issues.

. The Institute has expended an amount of Rs. 90,00,386/- for the NSFA out of Grants (2013-14) of Rs.

75,60,000/- received for the purpose, Rs. 14,40,386/- is still due/receivable from the Ministry. The issue
is being pursued with the Ministry for resolution.

The Management of the Institute normally adheres to making payments by cheques barring a few exceptions
like payments for students projects, payment for reimbrusement of expenses and honorarium payment for
Diploma Films etc.

. The management has taken up the mater of unsettled advances seriously and steps have been taken to

recover the same with sizeable portion, of the outstanding amount having already been adjustment
recocevered during the year.

Cine Equipment of Rs. 4,33, 044/- has been added to Fixed Assets under Plan after reduction of the amunt
from the Cine Equipment head under Non Plan. This has been necessitated due to mistake includig the
amont as opening balance under Non Plan.

Accumulated depreciation of Rs. 19,484,354/- and Rs. 62,29,627/- in respect of Animation Block & Film
Studio respectively has been adjusted by transfer/addition to Net Block for the year 2015-16 in view of
description being charged against the assets through formally being to use during the course of the year.

. Old outstanding dues on account of tuition fees and hostel rent from students have been adjusted against

security deposits held wherever applicable and to the extent possible.

. An expenditure of Rs. 62,16,195/- towards a court award against CCW (Civil) in 27.01.2009 has not been

considered due to non receipt of reply from MIB.

Rs. 13,13,550/- mistakenly booked under Non Plan heads during the financial year have been rectified by
transfer to the appropriate head of “Training for HRD” as follows :

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The Management has conducted physical verification of fixed assets and no major discrepancies were found.
Steps are being taken to update the fixed assets register showing details of fixed assets purchased including its
location and other details as required.

Out of the total budgetary allocation under Plan (as revised) the Institute has paid to CCW (CIVIL) & CCW
(ELECTRICAL) Rs. 4,81,65,000/- for the construction activiries under the head Infrastructure Development.
During the yaer Rs. 2,35,79,255/- has been capitalized to capital work-in-progress, the remaining advances
will be capitalized on further completion of the project.

Interest Earned (Schedule 11), on Term Deposits & Savings Accounts, have been taken at net figures after
deduction of TDS by the Bank. The institute is pursuing the issue for grant of IT Exemption Certificate with the
Income Tax Department.

No provision has been made in the account in respect of payment of Gratuity & Leave Encashment. Such
payments are paid on “cash basis” and charged in the Income & Expenditure Account for the year concerned
which is calculated beforehand and projected in the Annual Budget.

Interest Charges incurred during 2015-16 have been split into two portions. An amount of Rs. 17,371/- has
been booked under Administrative Expenses (Non-Plan) which relates to use of standalone data connections
through dongles while an amount of Rs. 4,73,797/- has been booked under plan which relates to internet
connections through LAN/Wi-fi as a part of the Infrastructural Development Scheme under Plan where funds
were available. The variation in the comparative figures with previous year is because in 2014-15 the entire
expenditure of Rs. 3,93,599/- on internet was booked under Non-Plan as Administrative Expenses for availability
of funds under Non-Plan in the previous year.

The variation in the comparative figures under the head Rent, Rates & Taxes is for the fact that the entire
amount of expenditure of Rs. 26,07,560/- for Municipal Taxes paid have been booked under Plan-General
treating it as a part of Infrastructure Development Scheme for availability of funds. In the previous year (2014-
15) the expenditure of same amount was booked as Administrative Expenses under Non-Plan for availability
of funds under Non-Plan in the previous year.

Due to shift from analog to digital technology, requirement of raw stock (celluloid) has been eliminated totally
from 2015-16. Expenditure incurred for some categories of student projects like short film documentary, etc.
have been met from the funds under Training for HRD due to insufficiency of funds under Non-Plan General
for accommodating the entire academic Expenses.

Under Current Liabilities, Earnest Money Deposit was clubbed up with Security Deposit from others in 2014-
15, while in 2015-16, they have been shown separately which is why the variation in the comparative figures.
The amount of Rs. 10,39,310/- shown as payable to CCW (Civil) and Rs. 3,61,357/- shown as payable to CCW
(Electrical) under Current Liabilities as there was no advance outstanding against CCW for maintenance works
under Non-Plan for adjustment against the expenditure. The payments against these have however been made
subsequently during 2016-17.

Due to insufficiency of funds under Non-Plan General during 2015-16, the entire expenditure of Rs. 1,11,10,692/-
for Electricity have been booked under Plan General treating it as a general expenditure under Infrastructural
Development in contrast to previous year (2014-15) where the Electricity Charges of Rs. 1,06,97,588/- were
met from Non-Plan funds as the same was available, thus reflecting a variation in the comparative figures.
Figures of the previous year have been reworded, regrouped, rearranged and reclassified wherever necessary.
