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SATYAJIT RAY FILM AND TELEVISION
INSTITUTE - AN OVERVIEW

Satyajit Ray Film & Television Institute, named after legendary film maestro Satyajit Ray, was set
up by the Government of India in 1995 as an autonomous academic institution under the Ministry
of Information and Broadcasting. The Institute was subsequently registered under the West Bengal
Societies Registration Act, 1961.

The Institute is situated in nearly forty acres of lush green sprawling campus with two large water
bodies at the Eastern Metropolitan Bypass in Kolkata.

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute has three studio floors and a News and Current Affairs
studio with multi-camera setup. It has three sound recording studios, one animation studio, several
editing suits and classrooms with audiovisual projection facilities. All these spaces are operational
with high-end state-of-the-art equipment. The Institute also hosts a Main Theatre (with three hundred
and seventy seats), a Preview Theatre (with seventy-two seats), a classroom theatre (with ninety-
six seats) and an Open-Air Theatre and a well-stocked library with a large collection of books,
periodicals and Audio-Visual materials in the campus. It has separate hostels for boys and girls (with
one hundred and twenty rooms), staff quarters and a guest house comprising two suites and sixteen
air-conditioned rooms.

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute has succeeded in articulating and disseminating classical
and contemporary theories of praxis for creative minds to leap into the world of professional practice —
be it mainstream, parallel, art house, experimental, non-fiction narratives, or independent filmmaking.

Satyaijit Ray Film and Television Institute sanctions an appropriate amount of grant to the students
to make their dissertation films. Further, grant is also accorded to the students in the making of short
films, documentary films, newsreels, musicals and other non-fiction audiovisual materials.

A Television Centre for excellence at Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, comprising a state-
of-the-art studio building and academic departments has been completed by the Civil Construction
Wing of Prasar Bharati.

MANAGEMENT & ORGANIZATIONAL FRAMEWORK

The Institute is run by the Society constituted by the Government of India. The Society, headed by
the President, runs the Institute through a Governing Council, which includes, in addition to experts
in the field of cinema, officials of the Ministry and representatives of ex-students. The Governing
Council is responsible for overall superintendence and management of the Institute. The Society,
Governing Council, and Standing Finance Committee have officials from the Ministry of Information
and Broadcasting as ex-officio members representing the Government.
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The Academic Council, constituted by the Governing Council, consists of subject specialists, in
addition to the Dean and Professors of the Institute and representatives from students and alumni.
The Academic Council is mandated to oversee all the academic and pedagogy-related issues. The
Director, as Chief Executive Officer of the Institute, acts under the guidance and direction of the
Governing Council, assisted by the Dean and Registrar for academic and administrative functions
respectively in coordination with the Ministry.

The students of the film wing are also enriched with the Master Classes, Seminars, Workshops, and
Popular Lectures by industry experts and other activities throughout the year. The faculty members of
all the above disciplines are from the core profession, well updated in their respective fields and have
received many national and international awards for their creative craftsmanship and endeavors.

DEePARTMENT OF DIRECTION AND SCREENPLAY WRITING

The Department of Direction and Screenplay Writing consists of one classroom theatre with state-
of-the-art digital projector and surround sound system with a seating capacity of ninety-six students.
In addition, there are three smart classrooms with ample number of cameras, editing and sound
equipment for students’ pedagogic exercises. For research and development works, the students
use the departmental lab that consists of eight computers.

On July 11, 2020 the Department of Direction and Screenplay Writing had organized a 02 (two) day
screening of 03 (three) films by Tarun Bhartiya that was followed by an online question and answer
session with the filmmaker.

Anuja Ghosalkar conducted an online session on July 25, 2020 on ‘Imaginary Lines — Idea on
Fiction and Non-Fiction’. The interesting discussion on the role of archives, personal histories and
documents ensued. The students got insights into documentary theater and also possibilities of
creating art during the lockdown.

In March 2021, the Department of Direction and Screenplay Writing organized an online screening
of the film Ballad of Buster Scruggs followed by a detailed script analysis by Putul Mehmood,
Associate Professor. The session had been well attended by the specialization students.
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DePARTMENT OF CINEMATOGRAPHY

Posttransitory phase from celluloid to digital in terms of technology, the Department of Cinematography
implemented a complete digital syllabus. The department also has a rich variant of cine lights and
grip inventory and studios with appropriate amenities.

To keep students involved and intellectually stimulated during the lockdown period in 2020, the
Department of Cinematography had planned master classes with leading Indian cinematographers.
The Two-hour sessions had been interactive and the students had watched the cinematographer’s
works, research, and finally, had prepared a questionnaire. These sessions had led to understanding
of the philosophy, inspirations, technical choices and design for specific films, including signature
style and praxis.

OnJune 26, 2020, Santosh Sivan, Padma Shri and multiple national awards, had regaled participants
with his philosophy, choices, experiences in life and observations of human nature and the world
around us and how he applies all of this to his craft both as a cinematographer and director. Session
had been hosted by Oindrilla Hazra Pratapan.

On July 17, 2020, Rajeev Ravi had delved into techniques of craftsmanship explaining in details
how he achieved specific looks and scenes in his films. Session had been hosted by Oindrilla Hazra
Pratapan.

Later in September, the Department of Cinematography organized classes on ‘Appreciation of
masterwork” by noted Director(s) of Photography, followed by a Masterclass by Sudeep Chatterjee,
who electrifyingly deconstructed the craft of cinematography. The session had been conducted on
September 11, 2020 for the students by Professor Samiran Dutta.

In September 2020, The Department of Cinematography organized an online class on ‘Advertisement
as Special Application in Cinematography’ by Vikash Sivaraman for the specialization students.

DePARTMENT OF SouND RECORDING AND DESIGN

Equipped with a re-recording theatre for surround sound, two full-fledged music recording theatres
capable of housing more than fifty musicians and ample number of digital audio workstations, the
Department of Sound Recording and Design boasts of the quality of equipment and its students.
Special Installations like Auro 3D (the latest surround technology creating a sense of height to the
film viewing experience), Dolby 5.1 Surround Sound (the most popular technology in Indian and
World Cinema) and a traditional stereo sound studio for audio effects and dialogues, are assets of
the department.

The Department of Sound Recording and Design conducted online session on Acoustics for the
students of both wings in the May, 2020. The specialization students were mentored for their mise-
én-scene projects while others submitted their research study on various topics related to audio and
music in cinema.

The graduates of this department have gone abroad to pursue higher studies besides making a mark
in the film industry in India, earning acclaim and the highest awards as sound recording engineers
and sound designers for films.
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DePARTMENT OF EDITING

The Department of Editing transformed itself into new digital domain practices using techniques and
methods of Digital Non-Linear Editing. The section comprises Avid Media Composers, Final Cut Pro
Studio and Adobe Creative Suites for benefits of the students. The department has steadily moved
towards High Definition, 2K and 4K digital workflow, keeping the international standard of RAW
acquisition.

For conducting the regular classroom session and screenings, Agit-prop and Vaudeville are equipped
with high-end projection and surround sound systems. The department also has two high-end
computer set-ups for raw data handling and colour correction.

The Department of Editing conducted a series of webinar in May, 2020 conducted by Sumit Ghosh,
Monisha Baldva, Ranjit Bahadur, Yasha Ramchandani.

Shamar Marcus and Nezaket Ekici from Israel conducted two online sessions for the students of
the students of the Department of Editing on June 06, 2020.

DePARTMENT OF PRODUCING FOR FiLM AND TELEVISION

The Department of Producing for Film and Television is a perfect combination of business and
creativity, where entrepreneurial skills and storytelling expertise are a must. The lectures and
workshops are conducted throughout the year by professionals or industry experts, and particularly
in the mentored practical work. Pedagogic sessions are conducted in the areas of script analysis,
pitching, casting, budgeting, financing, production phases, marketing, media law and management.
Students learn the real-word strategies for successful producing and are encouraged to develop the
professional network needed within the film and television industry.

The Department of Producing for Film and Television organized several sessions with industry
experts in May. The speakers were Anshulika Dubey, Ashish Singh, Radhika Gopal, Misarg
Magle, Tess Joseph and Karol Martesko Fenster.

Isabelle Glanchant from France conducted an online session for the Department of Producing for
Film and Television on June 18, 2020.

During FY 2020-21, the Department of Producing for Film and Television procured a Tripod Stand —
Libec ALX S8 (Kit), a Joby Gorila POD 3K and a 72 mm Tiffin Neutral Density 0.6 Filter.

DePARTMENT OF ANIMATION CINEMA

Considering the changing trend in the field of animation, multimedia, gaming and creative storytelling,
the Department of Animation Cinema offers a three-year postgraduate course with a motto of
providing highly skilled professionals in this vast global market.

The Department of Animation Cinema had several project mentoring meetings for the students in the
month of May, 2020. Assignments were given on anatomy and gesture drawing. Ranjit Singh Tony
appraised all the batches about the gaming and visual effects on May 28, 2020.

Online webinars conducted by Tara Douglas and Vikram Nayak was organized for the students in
collaboration with www.eventbrite.co.uk.

In July 2020, the Department of Animation Cinema conducted an online meeting with the specialization
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students to brief the ongoing activities in the campus and discuss possible means to work on the
preproduction of their short film project from the safety of their respective homes. The students
were also informed to have an online consultation with their mentors for suggestions and feedbacks
on their works. Possibilities of commencing the online classes via digital medium had also been
discussed with the junior batch of students. From July 20, 2020 to August 30, 2020, the department
conducted a 08-week online animation appreciation course to enrich their knowledge regarding
animation and filmmaking by Professor A. S. Krisha Swamy, Argha Sengupta, Suvobrata Roy
Choudhury and Debraj Sarkar.

The Department of Animation Cinema arranged a webinar for the students conducted by Vailabh

ELecTrONIC & DicitaAL Mepia WING

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute offers training in the electronic and digital audio-visual
platforms, which is considered most sought after for those inclined to take up the AV platform as
their profession. This dynamic, up to the minute ever-evolving, scenario-based course is highly time
appropriate and beneficial. It is perhaps the only course in the sector that moves with the need of
the time.

The Electronic & Digital Media wing with a two-year full-time postgraduate course in six disciplines
in full swing.The disciplines are:

In addition to regular classes, the students of this wing are also enriched with the Master Classes by
various Guest Lecturers, Workshops, Seminars, etc. conducted by industry experts. In view of the
recent trend of the industry, students are benefited with more technical, practical, and creative inputs
in addition to aesthetic and theory inputs.

Pedagogic sessions take place in the Academic Block of the Electronic and Digital Media wing
that is completed by the Civil Construction Wing of Prasar Bharati. Practical sessions, workshops
and exercises under the strict guidance of the faculty members take place with the state-of-the-art
equipment of the News Studio and the Big Studio. The studios were set up in consultation with
Broadcast Engineering Consultants India Limited.

DePARTMENT OF ELECTRONIC AND DiGITAL MEDIA MANAGEMENT

The course studies the process of the decision-making methods involved in television and digital
media industry in the content, programming, marketing and sales departments of various media and
entertainment sectors. The media industry is undergoing rapid and significant changes in technology,
regulation, distribution and content. In this new global, digital, interactive, highly competitive and
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bottom-line-oriented media world, managers must lead with strategic vision.

The course prepares ready professionals and young managers for the media, communication and
entertainment industry, e.g., in television channels, production houses, advertising agencies, etc.

The department of Electronic and Digital Media Management organized a conversation with Aayush
Agrawal on September 13, 2020.

DePARTMENT OF WRITING FOR ELECTRONIC AND DiGgiTAL MEDIA

The Department of Writing for Electronic and Digital Media offers a course with a hands-on approach
preparing students to become professional content creators in the television industry and for other
digital platforms. As they are taken through the two-year intensive, exhaustive and exciting process
of learning the craft of screenwriting; they are encouraged, steered, and mentored not only in
discovering and shaping their talent and abilities but to hone them into full-fledged skills, aided by
the requisite tools, language, grammar which they will be taught systematically.

From writing the half hour daily soap, sitcom, one-hour drama, web shorts, documentary, quiz, game
shows, chat shows, etc., the pedagogic input addresses writing specific genres like thriller, romantic
comedy or science fiction. In May, 2020, The Department of Writing for Electronic and Digital Media
conducted online classes and the students were given assignments on script writing.

DePARTMENT OF CINEMATOGRAPHY FOR ELECTRONIC AND DiGgiITAL MEDIA

The course in Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media is known for its thorough grounding
in the science and technology of digital image acquisition with qualitative inputs of visual aesthetics
and art appreciation. Simultaneously, compositions, shooting techniques, lighting theory are also
taught in both the fiction and nonfiction audiovisual medium through extensive practical classes
and working on a wide variety of programs, both inside studios as well as on location, ensuring that
students absorb the hands-on skills needed to excel in the industry.

The Department of Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media had prepared a detailed module
for conducting the online sessions in February, 2021. In this context, the Department had resolved
few probable issues and experimented with various mode of online approach of teaching. The
department also evaluated various project guidelines and redesigned the course of action, keeping
the COVID-19 restrictions in mind.

The department of Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media plans on developing new areas
on the basis of online teaching as a tool for fulfilling the course curriculum as promised to the
students.

DePARTMENT OF SOUND FOR ELECTRONIC AND DiGgiTAL MEDIA

The department of Sound for Electronic and Digital Media is designed to train students who can
excel in the new and challenging media environment of the present day. The department gives
stress on equipment and skills suited for shooting and recording on the go (including mobile based
platforms), challenging recording environments like live sports shows, musical events, documentary
and fiction. This course will help students thrive in the new media landscape with both the technical
acumen and the artistic knowledge and be trend-setters in their fields.
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The department of Sound for Electronic and Digital Media organized sessions on the importance of
sound in storytelling in the month of May, 2020.

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DePARTMENT OF DIRECTION AND PRODUCING FOR ELECTRONIC AND DiGgiTAL MEDIA

The Department of Direction and Producing for Electronic and Digital Media targets at creating
market ready professionals to direct and produce audio-visual content for electronic and digital
media including classical television and over-the-top platforms.

They are trained in fiction and non-fiction content production including multi camera shows, news
production and live sports coverage, ready to direct and produce as per the necessity of the
professional world.

The department of Direction and Producing for Electronic and Digital Media organized a conversation
with Ivan Ayr on July 16, 2020.

DistaNcE EpucATiON ONLINE

In April 2020, all academic activities came to a stand-still because of the nation-wide lockdown.
Satyaijit Ray Film and Television Institute complied to the directives of the Government of India and
shut down all physical activities completely during the month. From April 07, 2020 online classes had
been conducted by the faculty members of the Institute comprising, pedagogic training, assignments
and practical sessions, that students attended and during their home quarantine period. The sessions
had been reviewed and assessed on a weekly basis.

Moreover, the super-cyclone Amphan had caused destruction in May, 2020 and online connectivity
became a difficulty. Even then, the academic departments tried their level best to conduct programs
during this period.

By June 2020, the Institute had conducted more than 220 online lectures, webinar and mentoring
sessions for 03 (three) batches of the 06 (six) departments of Film wing and 02 (two) batches of the
other 06 (six) departments of the Electronic and Digital Media wing.

In July 2020, the Institute has conducted a feedback program from different departments regarding
online classes.

In August 2020, online classes had been conducted for the students of various batches of Film Wing
and Electronic and Digital Media wing, related to their curriculum on online mode five times a week.
Assignments had been given online and the responses were evaluated week by week.

From February 15, 2021, Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute had started full-fledged preparatory
works to commence physical activities on campus from March 01, 2021. Maintaining the strict
COVID-19 protocols, the Institute had planned to open up with one-third capacity, beginning with the
batch whose practical work was pending.

Auditors Opinion
We report that

1. No provision has been made for Contingent Liability of Rs 62,16,195/-towards a court award
against CIVIL CONSTRUCTION WING (Civil) in 27/01/2009.

2.  There is no utilization guideline in respect of accumulated endowment funds.

3.  Asum of Rs. 50,00,000/- is paid to Civil Construction Wing during the financial year 2019-20
the nature of which is yet to be confirmed.

Subject to above and note number 2,5,9,10 of notes on accounts for the year under report, in our
opinion and to the best of our information and according to explanations given to us , the financial
statements give a true and fair view in conformity with the according to explanations given to us ,the
financial statements give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally
accepted in India.

Emphasis of Matter

1.  Employee Declaration for Calculation of Deduction of TDS on salary should be taken in writing
and kept in record for all employees.

2.  Completion Certificate on work done by CCW was requested in order to check the capitalization
of amount to respective works but same could not be furnished.

3. TDS on advance payments made to CPWD for Construction was not deducted by the institute.
The same has been intimated to the management.

4.  The Financial Statements are partly on the accrual basis and partly on cash basis. No such
accounting system exists and this fault must have resulted in disordered presentation of
accounts. Sadly the Institute has not taken any steps to resolve this fault, instead of repeated
notes by Statutory Auditors of previous years. However, the effect is not quantifiable with the
details provided to us.



5.  Many of the assets of the Institute shown under Fixed Assets are of obsolete nature. The
Management should take a decision to scrap them and remove them from the list of assets
since the same acts as a substantial value out of the value of Fixed Assets. Further many
obsolete assets can be treated as an antique artifact and presented in a separate block as a
Museum. The same can be a source of revenue as per the discussion with the management
and the same IS being considered to be put up in the next meeting.

6. Security Deposit of library, Hostel amounting to Rs 6, 05, 000/- , Rs 5, 94, 000/- respective
up to the 14th batch should be written off. The Management has notified that the same will be
given effect recommendation of SEC & Governing Council in its next meeting. Other Security
Deposit amounting to Rs. 7, 46, 502/- up to financial year-2014-15 should be written off.

7.  Earnest Money deposit of Rs.1,44,370/- up to financial year 2017-18 should be returned back
to the tenderee. If the same is not possible, the same should be written off and transferred to
the Corpus fund.

8. The Fixed Assets register is complete and updated. The Physical verification of fixed Assets
was not conducted by the management as per Sl. No 9 of the notes to accounts. The same is
reported to the management. Further No Physical Verification was conducted by the internal
Auditor till the date of Audit.

9. Old outstanding dues advances and recoverable of Rs. 67,121/ - have been written off during
the course of the year as per recommendation of 36th SFC. During the year 2021-21, Rs.
60,698/- have been forfeited in respect of Student fees No 7 of the notes to accounts.

Depreciation has been provided for the full year in respect of assets procured during the first half of the current
financial year and at 50% of the prescribed rates in the IT Act for assets procured during the second half of the
financial year.

Further, depreciation on Building (Administrative & Academic) and Building (Hostel, Guest House and Quarters)
has been charged @10% and 5% respectively for the FY after appropriate apportionment based on covered area
occupied by the buildings under references

REPAIRS & MAINTENANCE

Expenditure under Repairs & Maintenance including AMC have been bifurcated under (i) Academic Expenses
(Schedule 17) in respect of maintenance of equipment used exclusively by the Academic Departments & (ii)
Administrative Expenses, for office equipment used solely by Administrative Sections.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS AND SUBSIDIES

Government Grants are recognized in the Financial Statements on accrual basis.

INVESTMENT / DEPOSIT

Investments against earmarked funds and interest accrued thereon are made with a Scheduled Bank and have
been shown separately under Schedule 3 forming part of the Balance Sheet.

SCHEDULE 25: NOTES ON ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR 2020-21

1. The Institute has been established by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of India, as a fully/
substantially funded Autonomous Body. It is registered as a Society under the West Bengal Societies Registration

Act, 1961.

2. The Institute is in possession of land measuring 39.36 Acres of which 20 Acres was gifted by Government of West
Bengal and 19.36 Acres against payment made by the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting to the Government of
West Bengal. Conveyance deeds for both these pieces of land are yet to be executed in favour of the Institute. As a
result the Institute is unable to record the cost of the land in the Books of Accounts. Further, a total of Rs. 15.9019
crore was requisitioned towards Land Decretal by a court order during the course of the year.

The Institute has been pursuing the matter with the concerned authorities for quite some time. More over an
adjoining piece of land measuring 0.74 Acres has been allotted to the Institute by the Government of West Bengal

but it has not yet been officially handed over.

There has been no further development on these issues.

3. Inview of the merging of the Plan and Non — Plan heads by the Ministry, the Accounts have been prepared taking

cognizance of such merger.

4. Normally all payments have been digitalized in line with instruction from the Government of India, barring a few
exceptions like payments for student’s projects, payments for reimbursement of expenses and honorarium,

payment for Diploma Films etc.

5. Adjustments in respect of certain sub-heads ‘Advances for Projects’ remain, in view of the fact that presently the
status of the projects cannot accurately be ascertained regarding completion in view of uncertainties, necessary

follow — up action will be initiated in the FY 2021-22.

6. The management has taken up the matter of unsettled advances seriously and steps have been taken to recover
the same with sizeable portion of the outstanding amount having already been adjusted /recovered during the

course of the year.

7. Old outstanding dues advances and recoverables of Rs. 67,121/- have been written off during the course of the
year as per recommendations of the 36th SFC. During the year 2020-21, Rs. 60,698/- have been forfeited in

respect of student fees.

8. Anexpenditure of Rs. 62,16,195/- towards a court award against CCW (Civil) in 27.01.2009 has not been considered

for adjustment due to non receipt of reply from MIB.
