The Satygjit Ray Film and Television I nstituteis apremier autonomousinstitution under the Ministry of Information
and Broadcasting, Government of India. The foundation stonelaying ceremony of Satygjit Ray Filmand Television
Ingtitute (SRFTI) was held on 10th October in 1992 at K olkata by former Prime Minister late Shri PV. Narsimha
Rao, along with former Governor of West Bengal, Saiyid Narul Hassan, then Chief Minister late Shri Joyti Basu,
then Union Ministry of information and Broadcasting Minister late Shri Ajit Panja and the then Cultural Affairs
Minister of West Bengal Shri Buddhadev Bhattacharya. The Institute, set-up in 1995, was subsequently registered
under the West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961. Located on a 16-hectare campus in Kolkata, it is
internationally renowned for its advanced education in filmmaking and television production. With cutting-edge
facilities, including an Electronic and Digital Media wing, Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute promotes
both classical and contemporary cinematic theories. Theingtitute provides significant grantsto studentsfor producing
dissertations, short films, documentaries, and other audiovisual works, fostering an intellectualy stimulating
environment for creative exploration and professional development in the cinematic arts.

The I nstitute emphasized upgrading network infrastructure, enhancing internet
connectivity, and equipping computer labs with cutting-edge software and hardware. State-of-the-art facilities
will be provided to students and staff, fostering an environment conducive to advanced learning, research, and
collaboration. Additionally, stringent measures for digital security and data protection will be implemented,
ensuring a secure and technologically progressive academic landscape.

Strategic Development Plan

The Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute envisions a transformative impact on the Indian entertainment
sector, aligning with Vision India @ 2047. The institute aimsto lead by fostering talent, driving innovation, and
integrating emerging technologies. The Institute will deliver a cutting-edge educational experience, advancing
curricula in film, animation, VFX, and gaming, and establishing global collaborations through international
MoUs. It seeksto forge strategic industry partnerships, €levate global recognition through research and exhibitions,
and influence media and entertainment policy formulation. The plan includes expanding campuses, supporting
entrepreneurship, and promoting sustainability, with a steadfast commitment to diversity and authentic Indian
representation in storytelling.

Current Course Offerings

The Film Wing at Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute offers a comprehensive three-year, full-time
postgraduate Diploma across six disciplines, each admitting 12 students. The programs include Direction and
Screenplay Writing, Cinematography, Sound Recording and Design, Producing for Film and Television, and
Animation cinema, with eligibility requiring a bachelor’s degree in any field.
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The Electronic & Digital Media Wing provides a two-year, full-time postgraduate diplomain six specialized
areas, each with 7 seats available. These disciplines are Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media,
Direction and Producing for Electronic and Digital media, Editing for Electronic and Digital Media, Electronic
and Digital Media Management, and Sound for Electronic and Digital Media, and Writing for Electronic and
Digital Media, also requiring a bachelor’s degree for admission.

Current Admission Policy for Students

The admission process at Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute involves a rigorous multi-stage selection
procedure, including a written test, orientation, and interview, collectively known as the Joint Entrance Test,
conducted in collaboration with the Film and Television Institute of India, Pune. The written test, spanning
three hours, includes both objective and subjective components. Candidates are shortlisted based on their
performance and progress through subsequent stages, including auditions (for screen acting), orientation, and
interviews. Final enrollment into full-time programs is contingent upon successful completion of these stages.
Seat reservations conform to Government of Indiapolicies: 15% for Scheduled Castes (SC), 7.5% for Scheduled
Tribes (ST), 27% for Other Backward Classes (OBC-NCL), 5% for Persons with Disabilities (PwD) with 40%
or more disability, and one seat per specialization for Economically Weaker Sections (EWS). Total seats: 114,
allocated as follows: 42 unreserved, 24 OBC-NCL, 12 SC, 12 ST, 12 EWS, and 12 foreign.

Admission Policy for Foreign Students

Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute provides one seat per specialization in both the Film Wing and
Electronic and Digital Media Wing for foreign students. Applicants must apply through the Indian Council for
Cultural Relations, which forwards applications to the Institute for consideration. Selection is based on
performance in an online written test, an interview, and the evaluation of a portfolio. Foreign students are
required to adhere to the same academic regulations as domestic students, encompassing eligibility criteria,
evaluation procedures, and disciplinary standards. This policy ensuresthat international candidates areintegrated
into the academic framework of SRFTI with uniform standards of excellence.

Ongoing Research Initiatives

At Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, research and innovation underpin the academic framework. The
Institute orchestrates national seminars on pivotal trendsin film and television, disseminating findings through
its peer-reviewed journal, ‘ SRFTI Take One.” Thisjournal, evolved from an annual magazine, institutionalizes
research pedagogy in cinema and digital media. The Institute actively promotes research via conferences and
symposiums and supports scholarly inquiry through a six-month | ndependent Research Fellowship Programme,
which facilitates rigorous examination of contemporary and historical mediaissues. Thisinitiative also enriches
the Institute’ sresearch archive with valuable materials, while student grants further bolster film and audiovisual
projects.

Research Plan Prospects

The Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute aims to capitalize on the democratization of content creation to
solidify India’'s leading role in media and entertainment research. The Institute will prioritize both theoretical
and practice-based research, fostering an environment where creativity and scholarly inquiry converge. Its
doctoral program, supported by industry linkages, will cultivate profound academic and practical expertise. By
introducing a practice-based PhD, the Institute will encourage innovative film and digital media projects
accompanied by critical analysis, thereby expanding the boundaries of media research and contributing
significantly to the global advancement of creative industries.

Global Connectivity

The Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute employs a multifaceted networking strategy, fostering extensive
international collaborationsthrough membership in CILECT, thusfacilitating knowledge exchange among over
180 global film institutions. The Institute conducts specialized programs, including film appreciation courses,
in partnership with prestigious national institutions and offers skill devel opment initiativesaimed at rural youth.
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The Institute’s commitment to professional development is exemplified by its ITEC programs, which have
successfully engaged participants from numerous countries. Additionally, SRFTI organizesthe biennial Clapstick
film festival and the ArCuREA, emphasizing the significance of film archiving, curation, and restoration in a
global context.

Collaboration and Partnerships

Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute aims to establish strategic collaborations with leading production
houses, studios, and industry associations to enhance student engagement in professional projects through
internships and mentorship programs. The Institute invites distinguished industry professionalsfor guest lectures
and facilitates industry visits, providing students with invaluable practical exposure. Collaborative research
with industry partnerswill be encouraged to foster innovation. Additionally, global partnerships with renowned
film schools will be expanded through student exchange programs, joint workshops, and international film
festivals, enabling students to gain insights into global industry practices and contribute to the evolving media
landscape.

Chapter 1: Academic Activities

Regular Academic Activities

Thefact that normal academic activities are underway suggeststhe presence of astrong learning environment. The
fifth batch of Electronic and Digital Media Wing students successfully finished their digital video projects,
demonstrating their application of academic knowledge and practical abilities. The fourth batch of studentsin the
Editing Department of Electronic and Digital Mediawing also participated in amulti-cameralive music production,
which improved their technical proficiency and gave them practical experience working in agroup environment.

Joint Entrance Test 2022-2023: Orientation and Interview

In keeping with the institute’s mission to assimilate new students into the academic community and make sure
they are adequately prepared for their educational journey, the Joint Orientation and Interview of the Film and
Television Ingtitute of India and Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute for Joint Entrance Test 2022-2023
has begun.

Workshops and External Engagements

Faculty and student engagement in numerous workshops was an essential aspect of the curriculum at thistime.
Significantly, the Director of the Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute nominated an Assistant Professor to
attend the National Workshop on Animation, Visual Effects, Gaming, and Comics in Delhi, which was hosted
by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of India. The institute places a strong focus on
professional growth and keeping up with industry developments, as demonstrated by this involvement.

Student Exchange Program

For astudent exchange program that involved filming in Italy, a select group of students from Satyajit Ray Film
and Television Institute went to the ZeL | G School for Documentary, Television, and New Media. These students
were given two weeks to complete a short fiction and a documentary, which gave them important exposure to
the world of international filmmaking and hands-on experience.

Ongoing Projects
The faculty of the EDM Editing Department also completed post-production work on an audio-visual project

for Coal India in addition to the previously listed tasks. This initiative is an example of how the institution
works with business partners to improve student learning via practical applications.

Short Courses

The Film and Television Institute, Arunachal Pradesh, an extended campus of Satyajit Ray Film and Television
Institute, Kolkata, offers a comprehensive 10-week Certificate Program titled ‘ A Short Trip to Cinema (Batch
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07). Aimed at 10+2 students, the course introduces essential cinematic concepts such asFilm History, Direction,
Cinematography, and Sound Design. The program, concluding on May 12, 2023, seeks to equip students with
fundamental filmmaking knowledge and skills, enabling them to explore career pathsin cinema. With amaximum
intake of 20 students, the course provides an in-depth exposure to the art of filmmaking.

Another 10-week short course (Batch 08) was conducted by Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute faculty
and staff at the temporary campus of Film and Television Institute of Itanagar, from November 06, 2023 till
January 13, 2024. Thisinitiativereflectstheinstitute’s outreach efforts and commitment to expanding educational
opportunities beyond its primary campus.

The administrative procedure for the same course for Batch 09 students started in March, 2023.

Overall, a comprehensive overview of the academic activities at Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute
emphasi zes the ingtitute’s dedication to fostering a dynamic learning environment through practical projects,
workshops, and collaborative initiatives.

Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation

The three-week special training course for sixteen women television journalists of Bangladesh on sustainable
development goals commenced on July 31, 2023, at Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute, under the Indian
Technical and Economic Cooperation program of the Ministry of External Affairs, Government of India. The
primary objective of the course was to increase participants proficiency in the field of audiovisua storytelling
and to cultivate an understanding of sustainable development issues.

Another three-week I TEC course on Film Production, Co-Production, and Distribution commenced on October
30, 2023, at Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute, under the Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation
program of the Ministry of External Affairs, Government of India. The course, exclusively conducted by the
Department of Electronic and Digital Media Management, welcomed participants from Cuba and Argentina.
Through dedicated efforts, the department provided comprehensive training on global film production processes,
co-production strategies, and distribution mechanisms, offering participants a valuable platform to enhance
their professional expertise in the international film industry.

Additionally, athree-week ITEC course on News and Current Affairs using State of the Art Tools (Iteration - I)
commenced on March 27, 2023. The aim was to provide young journalists from all across the world an
understanding of various genres of journalism. A total of 11 participantsfrom 11 different countries participated
in the course while being in campus.

In addition to the above, aweeklong onlinee-I TEC course on Audiovisual Communication Strategy for Sustainable
Development Goals commenced from November 20, 2023. This online course engaged in the analysis of
compelling and impactful promotional strategiesregarding SDGs and interested participants from all acrossthe
globe attended the course.

Chapter 2: Workshops and Training

Satyagjit Ray Film and Television I nstitute focuses on the various workshops and external engagementsthat took
place during the reporting period. The institute’'s commitment to enhancing the educational experience of its
students through practical training and exposure to industry practices.

Workshops Conducted by Faculty and External Experts

The workshops were organized by different departments within the Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute.
Notably, the Department of Editing (Film) conducted two significant workshops in June: an Avid training
workshop aimed at al students and faculty, and a Music Editing Workshop specifically for the 18th batch
students. These workshops are designed to equip studentswith essential skillsand knowledgein editing software
and techniques, which are crucial for their future careersin film and television.

The Department of Cinematography also played a vital role, hosting two workshops: a Digital Intermediate/
Colour Correction workshop led by Neil Sadwelkar and K enneth Cyrus from June 19 to June 24, and alocation
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lighting workshop conducted by Sudheer Palsane from June 26 to July 2. These workshops provided students
with hands-on experience in cinematography, focusing on digital imaging technology and practical lighting
techniques, which are fundamental aspects of film production.

The Department of Animation Cinema conducted workshops on character design and production design for the
18th batch, led by industry professionals Shipra Khatter and Sukankan Roy, respectively. Additionally, a stop-
motion animation workshop was conducted for the 17th batch by Arvind Chudasama, an industry veteran from
Mumbai.

The Department of Sound Recording and Design organized classes on music listening and appreciation, conducted
by renowned music composer and educator K edar Awati. Furthermore, amusic recording and mixing workshop
in5.1 format wasfacilitated by eminent sound designer Abhimonyu Deb for the same batch, along with additional
classes by Tapan Bhattacharya, another respected sound designer.

The Department of Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Mediawing at Satygjit Ray Film & Television
Institute undertook several academic activities during the fiscal year 2023-2024. The department organized
workshops led by eminent industry professionals, such as Rabi Ranjan Moitro for multi-camera live music,
Avik Mukherjee for night lighting, and Vaishnavi Reddy for art direction. Students were also guided by Utpal
Moitrain news production and live sports shooting, while Amlan Datta conducted a documentary workshop in
the Sunderbans. Theseinitiatives provided students with inval uabl e hands-on experience and exposureto cutting-
edge cinematic techniques.

Specialized Workshops

The Department of Editing hosted an Advertising Editing workshop for the 17th batch, while the Department of
Direction and Screenplay Writing organized a screenplay writing workshop with Prantik Narayan Basu, an
alumnus from the Film and Television Institute of India, for the same batch. The Department of Producing for
Filmand Television conducted aworkshop on studio pitching for the 18th batch specialization students, enhancing
their understanding of industry practices.

Moreover, the Department of Electronic and Digital Media Management organized an Audience Research
workshop where students engaged in field visits to urban and rural areas of Nadia district, West Bengal. This
workshop aimed to provide insights into consumer behavior in the streaming and broadcast media domain.

Special screenings and festivals

The special screenings organized at Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute include atwo-day festival held on
June 9 and June 10 to pay tribute to the late Shri Buddhadeb Dasgupta, a renowned filmmaker and poet. This
festival was organized in collaboration with the Buddhadeb Dasgupta Memorial Trust Initiative and the Forum
for Film Studies and Allied Arts, showcasing the institute’s dedication to honoring influential figuresin thefilm
industry and fostering a culture of appreciation for cinematic arts.

Bengal International Film Festival

The Second Bengal International Film Festival, organized by Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute in
collaboration with Bangla Abar Inc. and the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of India,
was held from February 17, 2024 to February 20, 2024. The festival paystribute to Mrinal Sen and Dev Anand,
featuring 12 feature films and numerous short films across multiple languages and genres. The event was graced
by Shri C. V. Ananda Bose, Hon. Governor of West Bengal, as the Chief Guest and other eminent personalities.
This initiative fosters student engagement with renowned industry figures, offering valuable exposure and
opportunities.

Participation as jurors for CILECT films

Animportant activity isthevoting processfor the CILECT Prize 2023. Faculty membersfrom various departments
reviewed 278 student films—fiction, non-fiction, and animation—from CILECT-affiliated film schools
worldwide. This engagement not only reflects the academic rigor at Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute
but also emphasizes the institute’s active participation in the global film education community.
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ArCuREA-24

Ar CuREA-24, organized by the Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute in Kolkatafrom March 16 to March
22, 2024, serves as a prominent international forum dedicated to film archiving, curation, and restoration. This
multifaceted program encompassed an international colloquium, a cinema curation workshop, and festivals
showcasing restored and curated films. Celebrated Iranian filmmaker Asghar Farhadi served as a Guest of
Honor, highlighting the discourse on complex human narratives. ArCUREA aspiresto foster avibrant community
of curators, enriching the dialogue surrounding the preservation and celebration of cinema’s enduring legacy
through collaborative and creative initiatives.

International Colloquium

The two-day international collogquium examines the concept of film as cultural heritage, alongside key aspects
of institutional history, technological advancements, and the current state of film restoration and archiving in
Asia. The 22 sessions address various dimensions of film history and archiving, including pivotal momentslike
the Silent Era, Indian cinema before and after Independence, and the rise of Parallel Cinema. Discussions also
explored the effects of technological transformations, such as digital technology and the advent of television
and internet platforms, as well as the evolution and roles of public institutions like the Films Division, NFDC,
FTI1, and the Film Societies movement in India.

Cinema Curation Workshop

The three-day cinema curation workshop offers a unique opportunity for students with a strong interest in film
history, culture, technology, and curation. It aims to provide participants with a foundational understanding of
various curatorial practices, with afocus on Indian cinema. Through a selective application process, attendees
will engage in 14 sessions covering ideation, conceptualization, research methods, archival use, and project
execution. The workshop also examines the historical development of film curation, both in Indiaand globally,
across platforms like film festivals, galleries, and museums, while highlighting film curation as a promising
professional and creative career for enthusiasts and scholars.

Exhibitions

ArCuREA-24 features diverse cinema-rel ated exhibitions, highlighting projects such as Project Cinema City by
Madhusree Dutta, which presents 19 reimagined date-calendars, exploring the public culture and iconization of
images in the 20th century. Anuja Ghosalkar’s Listen, The Photos Speak shares anecdotes from her grandfather,
a Bombay film industry make-up artist from 1948-1995, blending personal history with Indian cinema. The
Quondam Phone by Moumita Roy and Sukanta Majumdar reimagines early telephone technology, allowing
users to hear archival interviews of pioneering Indian filmmakers, enhancing the understanding of cinema’s
growth. Together, these exhibitions showcase innovative archival resources and curatorial practices.

Festival of Restored Films

Restored films serve as cultural time capsules, offering deep insightsinto India' s societal and historical |andscape.
Viewing these 21 restored films provides arare perspective on the nation’s heritage. With the rapid deterioration
of films and related materialsin India, the National Film Heritage Mission, led by the Ministry of Information
and Broadcasting, is making significant stridesin conserving, digitizing, and restoring these cinematic treasures.
This festival showcases iconic works from across India, meticulously restored by the NFDC's National Film
Archive of India, reflecting the country’s regional and linguistic diversity while honoring the legacy of its
cinematic masters.

P.K. Nair Memorial Lecture

The inaugural P. K. Nair Commemoration Lecture will pay tribute to Paramesh Krishnan Nair, a pioneering
Indian film archivist and founder of the National Film Archive of India. This lecture marked the closing of
ArCuREA-24 and critically engaged with the themes of archives and memory, fostering discoursethat transcends
cinematic confinesto explore broader cultural implications. Renowned psychoanalyst Dr. Sudhir Kakar delivered
apresentation titled “ Cinemaand Psychology: A Personal Perspective,” wherein he scrutinized the dynamics of
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spectatorship within Indian popular cinema. Drawing from his formative experiences with Hindi filmsin the
1940s, Dr. Kakar elucidated the enduring significance of archetypal representations.

Live Performance

The ArCuRea-24 initiative featured a series of live performances from March 17 to March 22, 2024, that
illuminated the complex interplay between archiving and curation through artistic expression. These performances
encompassed diverse themes, including lullabies, Kabir’s philosophy, and the representation of archival absences
in silent cinema. Notable events included a live music accompaniment to the digitized silent film Behula, a
multi-linguistic exploration of lullabiesby GurupriyaAtreyaand Vedanth Bharadwaj, Shabnam Virmani’s soul ful
rendition of Kabir’s bhajans, and AnujaGhosalkar’s Lady Anandi: Redux, which interrogates the intersection of
memory, performance, and identity within the archival context.

Pramod Pati Cinema Art and Technology Museum

Inaugurated by Shri Sanjay Jaju, Hon. Secretary to the Government of India, the Pramod Pati CinemaArt and
Technology Museum, situated within the Satygjit Ray Film and Television Institute, serves as an essential
repository for understanding the historical trajectory of filmmaking. More than a mere collection of artifacts,
the museum facilitates research and enriches educational experiences, highlighting cinema as a dynamic art
form. It showcases pivotal equipment and memorabiliafrom the analog erawhile fostering interactive exhibitions
and workshops to promote inquiry and innovation. Named in honor of pioneering filmmaker Pramod Pati, the
museum commemorates his avant-garde contributions to Indian cinema, reflecting the socio-political realities
of the 1960s and 1970s.

Vide sanction no. 56052/01/2015 ADMN 229
dated 22.04.2019, as per agreement, the date of completion was fixed on 07.06.2021 but the work is yet
to be completed and as per Society representation only 82% of the work was completed till date of this
report.
2. Subject to the above and note number 2, 5, 7 & 9 of notes on accounts for the year under report in our
opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to usthe attached accounts
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give atrue and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India

a) In the case of Balance Sheet of the state of Affairs of the organization as at 31st March, 2024.

b) In the case of Income and Expenditure Account of the deficit for the year ended on that date.

c) In the case of Receipts and Payments Accounts of the cash flow for the ended on that date.

d) We have abtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our knowledge and belief
were necessary for the purpose of the audit.

€) The said accounts are in agreement with the books of account maintained by the society.

Emphasis of the Matter.

1. In their Inspection Report on the Accounts of SATYAJIT RAY FILM AND TELEVISION INSTITUTE
Kolkata for 2019-20 the office of the Comptroller and Auditor General pointed out about doubtful
expenditure of Rs 51 crore for the non registration and mutation of gifted land& acquired land of the
Institute. Till date no solution has been reached vide Notes on Accounts forming part of the Audit Report

2. Fixed Asset verification was conducted by the Internal Auditors and on scrutiny of thereport it transpired
to usthat thelist contained several old and obsolete itemswhich should bewritten off or adjusted Although
some of the old itemswere disposed off their are several other obsoleteitems, which are yet to be disposed
off. This was pointed out in the previous year’s Audit report also

3. Huge outstanding dues of various fees (Tution Fees and Hosted Fees) was observed from students as

A. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION
The Financial Statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention and on accrual method of
accounting excepting Receipts & Payments Account which is maintained on Cash Basis.

2. CORPUS FUND
Grants-in-Aid for creation of Capital Assets under ‘Other Central Expenditure’ have been transferred to
Corpus Fund. Grants-in-Aid for revenue expenditure have been credited to Income & Expenditure A/c
following the Income approach of accounting.

3. DEPRECIATION
Depreciation had been calculated on written down value method and at the rates prescribed in Income Tax
Act, 1961, as amended from time to time. Depreciation has been provided for the full year in respect of
assets procured during the first half of the current financial year and at 50% of the prescribed ratesinthe T
Act for assets procured during the second half of the financial year.
Further, depreciation on Building (Administrative & Academic) and Building (Hostel, Guest House and
Quarters) has been charged @10% and 5% respectively for the FY under reference.

4. REPAIRS & MAINTENANCE
Expenditure under Repairs & Maintenanceincluding AM C has been bifurcated under (i) Academic Expenses
in respect of maintenance of equipment used exclusively by the Academic Departments & (ii) Administrative
Expenses, for office equipment used solely by Administrative Sections (Schedule 21).

5. GOVERNMENT GRANTS AND SUBSIDIES
Government Grants are recognized in the Financial Statements on accrual basis.

6. INVESTMENT / DEPOSIT
Investments against earmarked funds and interest accrued thereon are made with a Scheduled Bank and
have been shown separately under Schedule 9 and in respect of ‘Other Investments under Schedule 10
forming part of the Balance Sheet.

7. RETIREMENT BENEFITS
In respect of gratuity and leave encashment, val uation based on actuarial method has not been impacted in
the accounts. Payment for gratuity, leave encashment are projected in the budgets on an yearly basis and
submitted to the Ministry.

SCHEDULE 25: NOTES ON ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR 2023-24

1. The Institute has been established by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of India,
asafully/substantially funded Autonomous Body. It isregistered asa Society under the West Bengal Societies
Registration Act, 1961.

2. ThelInstitute isin possession of land measuring 39.36 Acres of which 20 Acreswas gifted by Government
of West Bengal and 19.36 Acres against payment made by the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting to
the Government of West Bengal. Conveyance deeds for both these pieces of land are yet to be executed in
favour of the Institute. As a result the Institute is unable to record the cost of the land in the Books of
Accounts. Further, a total of Rs. 97,80,900/- was requisitioned towards Land Decretal by a court order
during the FY 2022-23, in addition to Rs.15,90,19,000/- already paid to Government of West Bengal.

The Institute has been pursuing the matter with the concerned authorities for quite sometime. More over
an adjoining piece of land measuring 0.74 Acres has been alotted to the Institute by the Government of
West Bengal but it has not yet been officially handed over.

There has been no further devel opment on these issues.

3. Normally all payments have been digitalized in line with instruction from the Government of India, barring
a few exceptions like payments for student’s projects, payments for reimbursement of expenses and
honorarium, payment for Diploma Films etc.

4. Adjustmentsin respect of certain sub-heads‘ Advancesfor Projects’ remain, inview of thefact that presently
the status of the projects cannot accurately be ascertained regarding completion in view of uncertainties,
necessary follow — up action will beinitiated in the FY 2023-24.

5. The management has taken up the matter of unsettled advances seriously and steps have been taken to
recover the same with sizeabl e portion of the outstanding amount having already been adjusted /recovered
during the course of the year.

6. Old outstanding dues, advances and recoverables currently lying unadjusted for 5 yearswould be put up for
write off / write back, as the case may be, in the ensuing SFC / GC meetings.

7. An amount of Rs.34,87,490/- received from CCW has been treated asa‘ Party Payable’ under the sub-head
‘Current Liabilities’ pending obtaining of information as to its exact nature of such receipt.

8. Out of the total budgetary allocation (as revised), the Institute has paid to CCW (CIVIL) & CCW
(ELECTRICAL) Rs.1,71,50,000/- for construction related activities under the head Infrastructure
Development.
